The Chairman of Parish Council welcomed everyone

PC Sargeant was introduced. In his two years, there had been a reduction in crime locally. Most crimes have been opportunist. Criminals are dropped and swoop in for  easy pickings. Theft from Motor vehicles (8 incidents)often occurred because the keys were left in the car, bags and computers are on view. This type of crime can be prevented.There were two dwelling house burglaries. Sadly crime in Northampton has doubled. Although PC Sargeant has been able to spend 80% of time on his beat. This is likely to go down. He is likely to be moved to Police Scrutiny shortly. Police Community Support Officers will still be around locally. Future crime prevention lies in villages own hands by use of Neighbourhood watch schemes. Culworth could do with more members receiving messages. Vigilance by each of us and reporting suspicious incidents to the Police or NHW coordinator can prevent crime occurring.

He considered that Culworth had minimal problems from juvenile crime. 

In answer to a question, he said that there were little  facilities for the teenagers locally. They seemed to have their own curfew from bus shelter, village hall, cricket field and substation.
