Planning Application

S/2003/0598/LB   Rebuilding of collapsed 12 metre section of wall West Hill Farm.  Clerk had spoken to occupants of Juniper and Dial House. 

Wall collapsed in January into Juniper garden. Wall part of listed Victorian Walled garden. PC support application. Much more of wall needs repairing. SNC have yet to display official notices.

Financial arrangements – due to change in policy since 11/9/01 changing Bank mandates has a new procedure which Barclays introduced a few weeks ago. No customers were notified. There is no plan to notify them. Any change in banking arrangements requires all signatories plus the Clerk to attend at the same time to fill in forms and bring evidence of identity.  The earliest date for this is 11/6/03 at 10.30am.

A number of accounts should be paid this month including Insurance. 

1. How should Parish Council deal with financial commitments for the present. Two signatories on the present mandate are no longer councillors. Each cheque is required to be signed by two out of three councillors on the mandate.

2. Should the bank account be changed? Alliance and Leicester offer similar terms. To identify signatories, they require a copy of a utilities bill with their name on.

3. Is it correct procedure to ask ex-councillors to sign cheques for the new Parish Council?

A letter from Barclays Bank was read out which confirmed the date to be seen as correct.

It was resolved that the Clerk would get one of the old signatories to countersign the cheques already signed by DL and TH.

All councillors in agreement.

A new bank account to be opened with Alliance Leicester which requires signatories to produce a utilities bill as identification. Forms completed.

A letter signed by the old signatories will be required to transfer the money to new account. SNC will need to be informed of change of account for second part of precept.Forms signed by Councillors Langdale, Howse and Middleton.
