Matters arising:

1. Cricket Field- new members were briefly updated. Mrs. Trott’s solicitor is redrafting lease. This will be presented to Parish Council before going to J.P. Waterhouse Solicitor, PC’s solicitor.

2. Footpath  from Nook to Dalmar-  updated new councillors. Awaiting NCC.

3. Village Green- awaiting Trevor Jolley due end May/June. He is small works contractor approved by NCC. Has worked previously in Parish.

4. 30mph speed limit- to move 30mph signs nearer bus shelter in Sulgrave Road. Councillor Middleton to contact Nick Gore, NCC. Councillor Cook to give relevant information to Councillor Middleton. He will also assume responsibility for Road Safety campaigns.

5. Highways- Comments from March meeting regarding problems on B4525, the need for double white lines and continuation of 40mph forwarded. Holistic study being carried out. Litter at junction of B4525 and C 51 reported to SNC. Robert Austin WS Atkins Highway Officer states that the white marked areas in the village will be repaired this financial year! Councillor Whitaker concerned re drift road to Fulford Farm. Reported to Clarence. Little likelihood of repair.

6. CITY/PC liaison meeting 29/5 at 7.30pm in the Village Hall CITY to provide agenda. Councillor Langdale unable to attend. All other councillors to attend if possible.

7. Burial Ground- Councillor Rowling reported that the ground is currently owned by the Church but the Parish Council has carried out all setting up, maintenance, and latterly management of burials. The Archdeacon has agreed to the transfer. Councillor Rowling, as Churchwarden, to submit plan of Burial Ground to him.
