Draft newsletter article for Culworth publicising the results of the housing needs survey.
As you may be aware South Northamptonshire Council and the Parish Council have been working together to find out if there is a need for affordable housing in Culworth. A survey was carried out earlier this year and the results have now been collated and a report produced. 

The report found that:

· Three affordable homes for rent and one home for shared ownership are required for Culworth Parish
· The main reason for most people looking to move within the next five years is to set up home for the first time.

· 45% of respondents said that they would definitely be in favour of a small scale affordable housing development and a further 29% might support development.  

· The main concerns of residents were that new housing may increase traffic congestion, that there is a lack of facilities in the village and that new homes will not be in keeping with the village. Consultation with residents and appropriate solutions would be discussed prior to any development taking place. 

All of those who need to move but wish to remain within the village have a strong local connection to Culworth. A local connection is usually defined as someone that lives in the village for at least 3 years, previously lived in the village or have relatives in the village and also other considerations such as working or undertaking education.
