The applicant Charles Buckley arrived at 7pm with apologies for lateness.
Councillor Rowling declared interest only as Chairman of Trustees in which the applicant pays an annual fixed rent charge of £65 for the Culworth School.

Councillor Powell declared an interest in that the applicant has sought his advice but no financial gain.

The Chairman Councillor Whitford after lengthy discussion, summarised. Culworth Parish Council has no objection to the application  other than request for screening for western boundary, but requests that SNC Development Control refer the application to committee for their determination. Clerk to provide copies of minutes for both District Councillors.Discussion centred on likely financial gain for the village of Culworth which had been suggested by the applicant should the application  be successful. Section 106 agreement did not apply but the Clerk is to research methods of securing some agreement. It is noted that planning decisions rest with SNC not the Parish Council which is one of a number of consultees.

A subcommittee of Councillor Whitford, Councillor Seeds and the Clerk is to meet with the applicant on Wednesday April 27th at 7.00pm in the Village Hall to discuss the potential financial contribution to the village of Culworth. All councillors supported this.
