Planning Applications

S/2004/0257/P  Change of redundant barn to offices Fulford Farm 

Amendments  Highways etc

Noted suggested  Highway improvements but does Council realise that on one side there is a splendid avenue of trees. The Parish Council requests these remain.The road width after removing the verges on either side only gives 17 feet width which would be inadequate for lorry and car. The parking/ passing bays are inadequate for the number of lorries that will still be required to visit the site  as the large grain storage barns are shown to remain. The present plan shows 22 car spaces with the potential, should the application  proceed for the farmworkers cottage, for at least two more vehicles. Would SNC please note that lower down that road there is a sharp right angled bend which is a current hazard. Water runs down the track on the left making the mouth of the track unusable as an escape route. The single track road passing 1-6 Barley Hill has been a constant problem  for at least the last eighteen years, for  both County and District Councils due to the narrowness and the volume of traffic. Requests for both NCC and SNC to contribute to its repair have fallen on deaf ears from both the County and District. This area will urgently need to be widened if permission is granted. Indeed,could this not be a condition of planning permission that the applicant  attends to the widening of this road section.

The Parish Council is disturbed to find that the traffic appears to be directed through the village. If the traffic turned left out of the farm,highway improvements would also be needed, but the main road C51 would be reached in a shorter distance thus giving better access to the M40/ M1/A5 corridor.

The Parish Council is disturbed to  read – redundant barn- implying that farming has ceased, when there are applications in  for a new barn on the silage clamp, and further buildings on the Blackbird Hill end of the estate for livestock.
