CULWORTH PARISH COUNCIL

Minutes of meeting held on Monday 14th September 2009 at 7.00pm in the Village Hall.

6. Declarations of Interest Councillor Powell Thorpe View application.

7. Minutes of last meeting distributed earlier for July and August after amendments signed by the Chairman were agreed as correct.

8. Matters arising

a) Parish Council Surgery at Village Market on September 4th Councillors Langdale and Cook and the Clerk were in attendance. Much interest was generated. Main concern was expenditure on Football Field, which the complainant felt, was underused. Councillors for October 3rd will be Howse and Rowling in St Mary’s Church due to refurbishment of Village Hall.

b) Football Field- the goal posts appear to have been repaired by unknown person as Councillor Rowling thought they were beyond repair. Councillor Howse spoke of 50% grant available for new posts from Football Foundation. Councillor Cook suggested that the young be asked to look at Youth Opportunities Fund for remainder. Councillor Howse to pursue. A name change was considered for the Field implying availability for general sport but no decision was reached.

c) Red Lion. The Clerk had delivered a letter to Mr Simonsen this evening as decided at August meeting.

d) Fulford farm- development commenced early September. Access via C59 not along drift road. Clerk has spoken to owner’s secretary re overgrown hedge along the drift road.

e) Housing Survey-Paul Seckington Senior planning Officer, Paul Brunige Housing Survey, and the Clerk looked at various sites for the possible four properties required. A report is awaited.

g) Play Area Councillor Powell is finalising details prior to calling an Open Meeting

h) Dog fouling notices and bins. Councillors considered the emptying charge of £5 per week per bin in excess. Councillor Cook will provide a notice for the litterbins asking residents to take the bagged dog faeces home for their black bin. On the day the dog warden toured the village, no dog fouling was found. Councillors Howse and Rowling will put up new notices. The old aluminium ones is at the Clerk’s house. .

i) Report from Village hall committee In the absence of Councillor Golding, Councillor Rowling thought the Committee were considering purchase of new chairs. The Village Hall will be closed for redecoration in late September. Councillor Cook asked that the paint used should be fireproof. Funding of the Hall is a major issue.

j) Report from Village markets. In the absence of Councillor Golding, the Chairman said the market had plenty of local produce and was a happy social occasion.
