Minutes of meeting held on Monday 10th January2011 at 7.00pm in St Mary’s Church due to double booking of Village Hall.

PRECEPT

In view of the request for funding from Culworth School it was proposed by Councillor Cook and seconded by Councillor Seeds, Councillor Rowling abstained, otherwise all councillors present in favour, to give the school £1000 towards their appeal. Councillor Cook will inform the Chair of School Governors Mrs Nunn of this decision. Although the school works are scheduled to be completed by February, this sum will not be sent until the precept has been received in late April.

To meet this request the precept will remain the same as last year £15,000.
