CULWORTH PARISH COUNCIL
Minutes of meeting held on Monday 10th November 2008 at 7.00pm in the Village Hall.

1. Present Councillor Langdale, Cook, Rowling, Howse, Golding, Powell, and the Clerk Mrs J. M. Rowling.

5. OPEN MEETING  

Paul Brunige South Northants Strategic Housing Officer accompanied by Jacqueline Brooks Senior Housing Officer South Northants   spoke on affordable housing. Previous housing surveys had identified four people needing affordable housing. It is intended to repeat the survey with the Parish Council delivering the survey but with a prepaid envelope for return of information. Housing Officers will be available to help should assistance be required in form completion. Advance notice will be given in the December newsletter with an attendance at the January Coffee and Chat. Survey for distribution in January. The Parish Council after stating that land availability was an issue was ready to support the survey distribution.

6. Minutes of meetings in September distributed earlier were confirmed as correct and signed by the Chairman as correct.

7. Matters arising

a) Cricket Field Advisory Committee The Clerk in the absence of Cllr Whitford gave a resume of meetings. Concern had been raised at the locked gates into the Field. To make the field more user friendly, the Advisory Committee had recommended the use of the Harold Aris gates at the Banbury Lane end. Under 11.1.2.2 for expenditure of £500 or less in value, Chairman, Vice Chairman and any two councillors together with the Clerk shall have executive power. Cllr Rowling left the meeting (personal and prejudicial interest) At the request of the Advisory Cttee, he had been asked to advise on the replacement gates having met with the landowner, Cllr Whitford and Cllr Howse as the Footpath Warden. The Budget subcommittee had agreed that sufficient funds could be made available. His estimate of £300 to carry out the work was recommended by the Advisory Cttee and accepted by the Parish Council. On his return to the meeting, he was advised of Council’s decision. (The Clerk had sought legal advice on the proper conduct of the Parish Council in the provision of paid work to a Councillor. The recommendations from NCALC were followed.) The recommendations from the Cttee were to treat more vigorously. A Vermin Control person had given advice. Treatment before the breeding season was recommended. The landowner would prefer treatment to be delayed until February to prevent new moles occupying the existing runs. The Cricket Club is to be advised that the Parish Council do not have funds for this work. Councillor Powell said that the first stage of equipment for the under fives play area would cost £14,500 approx. He was investigating the possibility of grants from SITA and other sources. He would relook at CYP file to link with previous young people work. The Parish Council supported his enthusiasm
