Minutes of meeting held on Monday September 10th 2007 at 7.30pm in the Church due to structural problems in the Village Hall.

1. Present Councillors D. Langdale, J. Golding, T. Howse, M. Rowling, J. Powell, K. Cook and the Clerk Mrs. J. M. Rowling.

2. Apologies for absence Councillor Whitford (work) Mrs. Nunn School Governor and Mr. D. Locke School Governor.

3. Members of public present None

4. OPEN MEETING None

5. Minutes of last meeting distributed earlier for July. Mrs Nunn had requested that an amendment be made. No geological survey report was available at that time. Councillor Cook noted that under AOB that the offer by a parishioner to investigate the local supply of low energy light bulbs had been omitted. The August minutes were correct and signed by the Chairman.

6. Matters arising

a. Sulgrave Road bus shelter- Police would support use as youth shelter. Provisional costs of wooden £5-12000, brick £5-6000. Stone considered inappropriate and expensive. Using the same footprint, stone would work out a smaller shelter. Grants to be researched and subcommittee to be set up. Clerk to ask 

b. Cricket Field- last mowing asked for early October. Field to be hired for car park for Forge sale on 29/9. Both Mrs Trott and Cricket Club consent. 

c. Football field- no further news from Laws and Fiennes

      d. Highways- Clerk has been informed that NCC has had response from Thames Water agreeing to repair the water leak before the winter! Gullies remain an issue although inspected by John Robinson and said to be in working order.

   e. School update No representatives as no further news.

   f. Landscape Character Assessments. Village Design Statement circulated after last meeting. This could be added to CITY document. Clerk to check with SNC.

   g. Footpaths and bridleways  No update.

   h. Tree Preservation Orders- Councillor Howse presented an excellent document with photographs of all trees with TPOs. The Chairman thanked him for this work.

   j. Village Hazards- 

1.Excess water draining from Ivy House annexe onto School Footpath. The Chairman had spoken to the owner who thought the plans showed no gutter. Councillor Rowling to check the plans.

2. Light obscured outside Ivy House. The streetlight is obscured by excess foliage. ABB are no longer able to cut back vegetation. The Chairman to speak to the house owner to deal with this matter.

3.Overgrown vegetation Red Lion Footpath had been dealt with.

4.Gate in wall Danvers House East had now been erected.

  l. Speeding in village- Councillor Golding is in process of obtaining posters.

 m. Village Hall report – Councillor Golding reported that her husband as the architect for the Village Hall had asked for a structural report from two structural engineers. Their report had highlighted the poor state of the Hall. The Committee had been forced to close the Hall until the work could be carried out. This would give another five years of life for the Hall but there was an urgency to find an alternative site.
