4. Valerie Whitaker. The Chairman announced her death on January 1st 2009. The Chairman paid tribute to Ms Whitaker’s great contribution to life in the village as a Parish Councillor, a citizen, and a member of CITY, SNC Councillor and representative on many bodies. ‘Gates made by Harold Aris’. Concern was raised that these were made for the Red Lion interior but had been rejected by the last landlord to be made into gates for the garden there. It was explained that the Brewery had given permission for the safe removal to the Parish Council and are now the property of the Parish Council.
