Culworth parish Council Minutes 13th July 2009


CULWORTH PARISH COUNCIL
Minutes of meeting held on Monday 13th July 2009 at 7.00pm in the Village Hall.

1. Present Councillors K. Cook acting as Chairman, M. Rowling. Howse, J. Golding, J. Powell and the Clerk Mrs J. M. Rowling.

2. Apologies for absence Councillor Langdale, (family commitment), B. Whitford (work) 

3. Members of public present Mr. S. Kerridge, Mrs S. Trott, Mr and Mrs Ian Simonsen.

4. OPEN MEETING 

Windfarm- interest expressed in the early proposals for a site between Weston and Sulgrave. The Chairman stated that a scoping analysis was being carried out by SNC.

Play Area-Mrs Trott as landowner, stated that she was open minded. She wished the Cricket Field to be of maximum benefit. She noted the amazing job the cricket club have done over the years. If the Play Area can be achieved, this is an added benefit. One person was concerned re vandalism by older children. Concern was expressed at the lack of involvement of the community re sites and developments.

Another read out a prepared statement concerning the role of the Parish Council and the involvement of the village. The Chairman said that the Parish Council had no knowledge of this statement prior to the meeting, so no discussion can take place. Rules of meetings are the same as SNC, and NCC. She stated that a play area had been a recommendation from CITY.

Open meeting closed.

6. Minutes of last meeting distributed earlier were signed as a correct record by the Vice Chairman Councillor Cook.

7. Matters arising

a) Artefacts from Red Lion. Emails from resident were noted. 

Councillor Howse proposed that he and the Clerk would take the artefacts to Red Lion after the meeting for the new owner to make his decision. It was decided that the Harold Aris gates should remain at the Red Lion where they will be attached to the wall above head height for health and safety reasons. The Clerk is to advise the owners, Mr and Mrs Lefevre that the Parish Council wish that the list of pictures and the gates remain in Parish Council’s ownership. All councillors in favour of all actions here. 

 b) Cricket Field- Subcommittee minutes were read and noted. Councillor Golding had resigned due to pressure of work. The Vice Chairman thanked Councillor Golding for her help to date.

Councillor Cook will replace her. Play Area update was given by Councillor Powell.Having looked at all sites, the favoured area was that adjacent to Butts Close wall in the Cricket Field.Mrs Trott has been approached to purchase the area of land required as grants are more forthcoming if the area required has a longer ownership. Three play equipment providers have been selected. There are nine adult cricket matches at Culworth per season. Children’s cricket matches are less likely to be a problem. It is planned to have the play area fenced.  An Open meeting will now be called to discuss with the village the site, equipment and design. The Vice Chairman asked for a summary of the proposals for the next newsletter and the website. Councillor Rowling proposed the acceptance of principles of Cricket Field subcommittee minutes and also the play area. All councillors in favour. 

c) SNC Housing Survey results showed the same requirements as before of four houses. Paul Brunige, SNC and Paul Seckington SNC Senior Planning Officer will meet with Clerk and any councillor available to walk the village for sites

d) Annual Parish Report. Councillors collected for distribution hard copies for those residents not on email. Report to be available on website also.

e) Berry Hill Close hedge and tree work carried out by Northampton Tree services. New gate and post still required.

f) Litter issues- including dog fouling and disposal of faeces. Clerk to meet with the Dog warden Helen Hunt who will also return metal dog signs. Councillor Cook will Damage to transformer by school has been reported to EON.

g) Football Field Goal posts need renewing. Councillor Rowling will see if they can be repaired. Problem with moles was unresolved although it was noted that the contractor had complained that his machinery would be damaged if left. Clerk to check on costs of new posts. Smaller goalposts for five a side matches may be better.
