CULWORTH PARISH COUNCIL

Minutes of meeting held on Monday 13th September 2010 at 7.00pm in the Village Hall.

1. Present Councillors K. Cook, B. Whitford, J. Golding, J. Powell, M. Rowling and 7.40pm Howse

2. Apologies for absence Councillor Seeds (holiday)

3. Members of public present Councillor Ken Melling. Mrs J. Tinn

4. Declarations of Interest Councillor Golding for Juniper Planning application. Husband is architect.

5. OPEN MEETING  

County Councillor Ken Melling offered the Parish Council £5000 for use in the village under his Empowering County Councillors Fund. This was welcomed and the Chairman thanked him for this. Immediately it could be used to have the Youth Bus on a regular basis. Clerk to complete application asap.

Stable Cottage Application for premises licence. Although the application shows long hours, this is to allow the maximum time for use. The applicant suggested that it would be no more than very occasional use for invitation wine tastings and collection of goods.

6. Minutes of last meetings distributed earlier were agreed and signed by the Chairman.

7. Matters arising

a. HS2 Councillor Seeds had produced an excellent report which Councillor Whitford spoke to. This is filed. The Chairman asked that Councillor Seeds be congratulated on the depth of his report and his contacts. Councillor Whitford said that he and Councillor Seeds, and Mr Simon Martin had met on a number of occasions and had agreed that SNAG would be the most appropriate group to join. It is likely there will be a further newsletter update for whole village distribution. A professional lobbyist may be sought. Updates will be given monthly via email to all. Councillor Melling said that County Councillor Ben Smith NCC Cabinet member is chairing HS2 meetings from NCC. Route may well change. Philip Hammond MP Secretary of State for Transport and Local MP Andrea Leadsom looking at local route on 23/9.

b. Highways   Queens Street to Walnut Close footpath repaired. Anglian Water slow to repair leak by Danvers House. MP requested to help. This is now repaired after many telephone calls.

c. Red Lion footpath- further treatment by Weed Control carried out.

d. The BUS Councillor Whitford reported on the costings. He will with the County Councillors Empowerment Fund plan out a programme. The Bus has stated that it cannot get onto the Cricket Field. It was noted that a number of extra facilities could only use hard standing. Perhaps when the school rebuilding has been completed the playground could be used. Councillors Whitford, Golding and Cook are all CRB checked. Councillor Cook could undertake health Education.

e. Recreation Field Councillor Howse has spoken to Vernon Phipps who can put sheep there. Councillor Howse will discuss the use of electric fence and the need to keep the footpath open. Some misbehaviour in July caused posts relocation and seat. Now resolved.

f. Parish Council 5th August report All footpaths checked following a visitors report of problems on several. Some had crops overgrown on the footpaths at that time but now resolved.
