CULWORTH PARISH COUNCIL

Minutes of meeting held on Monday 14th July 2008 at 7.00pm in the Village Hall.

1. Present Councillors Langdale, M. Rowling, J.Golding, T. Howse, K. Cook. Powell and the Clerk Mrs J. Rowling

4. Members of public present County Councillor Melling and Mr S. Kerridge

5. OPEN MEETING   None

6. Declarations of Interest Planning 0901/LB Councillors Langdale (friend), Rowling, (0870/P Councillors Golding (husband business), Langdale (friend)

7. County Councillor Melling apologised for non-attendance at the Annual parish Assembly. He updated the meeting on the changes at NCC, which is to become a smaller enabling council. This had resulted in £30m reduction in staff costs this year. New computer software had been installed. The new Highway contract with MGWSP had yet to show change. Concerns were raised by members in poor response to Street Doctor, basic highway maintenance neglect. Street Doctor takes an objective judgment of priorities.

8. Minutes of last meetings distributed earlier were signed by the Chairman as correct after approval from those present.

9. Matters arising

a) Cricket Field Report from cttee meeting. In the absence of Councillor Whitford, the Clerk read the minutes of that meeting. Concern was expressed that the young people were both over 18years.

b) Play area   Councillor Powell is meeting with representatives of a play equipment firm and from the Eydon Community Sports Field. Funding issues were noted. Voluntary labour can be used as part of costing.

c) Village Hall Councillor Golding and Councillor Howse reported on public meeting on July 1st.when 30-40 residents were present. Chaired by Mr K Webster, six sites were explored. Cost of a new village hall would be about £450,000 plus land cost. Conversion £250,000 and to reorganise the church £150,000-£200,000. Those present voted at the end for their preferred site. Results not known. Outcome waited.

d) Footpaths/ Bridleways Councillor Howse reported on blocked footpath from the concrete road to Culworth Grounds, which had now been cleared. He will liase with Rights of Way over a bridge on the path crossing the Cricket Field to Culworth House over a stream.

e) Sulgrave Road Bus shelter also letter from Ms Whittaker asking for bus shelter to be alcohol free zone. Police say not applicable.Councillor Rowling considered after Councillor Howse repair that the bus shelter was in a fair condition. He would replace Perspex in the bus timetable. Item to be removed from agenda.

f) Speed watch  Councillor Golding to arrange a public meeting in Village Hall with PC Dearsley

g) Football Field. Await return of completed lease. Councillor Powell to   organise Councillors Howse and Rowling to do work re trees and bushes.  Councillor Howse will paint the goal posts and erect the new nets. Mowing regime of the pitch area weekly and the whole field monthly is in operation.

h) Dog signs. Clerk to order 10 signs at £10 each from Nordis. Councillor Golding to write an item for the newsletter using info from NCALC newsletter.

10. New business 

School Alterations The school had asked, since SNC do not require planning application, for comments on the proposal to erect a low level wooden picket fence along the school boundary with the burial ground footpath to provide enclosed outdoor space for pupils and a small area for storage of salt bin.

Courtyard refurbishment will include removal of existing pond, resurfacing the courtyard with clay block paving and building a safer wildlife pond, sensory garden and seating area with pergola for parents. It is hoped to make repairs to the boundary wall and to install some cycle racks as part of school travel plan. Parish Council had no objections. Work to be carried out during the summer holidays.
