5. Planning

a) Applications received

S/2010/0469/FUL

Change of use of agricultural land to commercial use including parking and retention of steel storage container Culworth Garage Banbury Lane.

Parish Council concerned that initial planning was refused by officer decision in April 2009 when the neighbour’s application had been determined at Development Control committee in March and approved for a similar development. Parish Council are totally supportive of this application.

The new garage is a vast improvement on the old one. This application is an attempt to tidy up the rest of the site, to improve safety. At present, vehicles awaiting repairs or collection are lined up outside the garage on the narrow road side, just before a hill  and a slight bend on a busy approach road to the village which the school bus uses.This parking is a complete hazard. No vehicles are left outside overnight. The application is a vital part of the village. He maintains many residents older cars which saves them travelling into Banbury. To minimise the cost to all, he retains a quantity of secondhand parts which he wants to store in the container. He collects and returns cars which his older clients prefer. This green painted container is well hidden by the existing hedge and newly planted trees. Employment wise, he maintains a regular force and wants to take on a young person.

S/2010/0511/FUL  Construction of equine exercise area D’Anvers House High Street

PC comments. Support application except concerns if large soil bank present is scheduled for removal by lorries along the adjacent bridlepath.

S/2010/0536/LBC Alterations and refurbishment of existing school house and staff room Culworth CE School The Green Culworth

Parish Council supportive of application. At time of meeting, plans of A4 size were available. 26/5 full set are available. Application  covers the next phases of development. Not all will be constructed immediately.

Correspondence

CPRE Outlook  Chipping Warden and Edgcote Parish Council had brought to the attention  of fellow parishes their dismay in the Outlook Number 24 Spring 2010 when the leading article on HS2 ‘accepted the high speed rail as part of UK’s transport strategy provided it will not end at Birmingham, CPRE will not oppose it but will seek to reduce its local impact on the environment, and support those directly affected by works to get the maximum mitigation and compensation and campaign for improvements to other rail services by way of spin off.’ Clerk had already written to the Chair of Northants CPRE Sir Paul Hayter to express the dismay that this unspoilt countryside would be ruined. He was meeting with HS2 on 24th May and further information is awaited. Parish Council ask that the Clerk further inform CPRE of their disappointment at the lack of support for South Northants

Recreation Field  A resident was concerned that a small motorbike was using the field  scaring animals and could be a hazard to other animals and children. The Chairman felt that this was a bike used by a person under 16years. If the bike usage ceased when other animals, children,or  football being played she thought this was satisfactory. Councillors expressed concern re insurance cover for accidents. Clerk has spoken to the boy and parents since. It is likely that the bike will be used out of the village.
