SECTION 137 EXPENDITURE: LIMIT FOR 2010/2011
 
The Department for Communities and Local Government (DCLG) has confirmed the appropriate sum for the purposes of section 137(4)(a) of the Local Government Act 1972 for parish and town councils in England from 1st April 2010 to 31st March 2011 is £6.15 per elector.
 
The above figure has not changed from 2009/2010.  Normally the annual cash limit would be raised by the percentage increase in the Retail Price Index (RPI) but it was negative this September.  This would lead to a reduction in the cash limit but as that is not permitted by the legislation (paragraph 3(1) of Schedule 12B to the 1972 Act), the figure remains at £6.15, as per the limit for 2009/2010.
 
I hope this is of use to you as you go through your budget process.
 
POWER OF WELLBEING
 
Whereas s137 of the Local Government Act 1972 provides local authorities with a power to incur expenditure for certain purposes not otherwise authorised, it is capped and somewhat limited in its scope.  The new Power of Wellbeing (launched February 2009) means that for the first time ever “eligible” councils not only have unlimited power to raise money via the precept but they now also have unlimited power to spend it on the “economic, social and environmental wellbeing” of the area.
