CULWORTH PARISH COUNCIL
Minutes of meeting held on Monday 8th September 2008 at 7.00pm in the Village Hall.

1. Present Councillors Langdale, Cook, Whitford, Golding, Howse, Rowling Powell and the Clerk Mrs J.M. Rowling

2. Apologies for absence None

3. Members of public present Mrs S. Trott, Mr S. Kerridge, Mrs S. Ellis (Eydon) Mrs G. Nunn

4. Mark Gatland Area Manager May Gurney Wilson Scott Patrick was present

5. Declarations of Interest. Councillor Langdale for S/2008/1040/P as friend, S/2008/1173/P Councillor Langdale, Rowling and Cook as friends.

6. OPEN MEETING 

a) Traffic calming at school times.  Concern expressed for children’s safety due to speeding traffic at this time. Parked cars were considered the best traffic calming. Speedwatch may happen. Speed signs are in a three-week cycle. PC to provide speed statistics, informs PC Martyn Dearsley, and seeks advice from school.

b) Mark Gatland spoke of his new role as Highway Manager based at Towcester. He is a civil engineer and has worked in the County for 21years.His contact details had been forwarded to Parish Councillors earlier. Current issues – Banbury Lane water, missing village nameplate, blocked gullies at top of Banbury Lane will be investigated promptly. Directional sign for school was requested.

c) Planning Application Culworth Hall. Mrs Trott explained the reason for the application which had resulted from discussions with SNC.

7. Minutes of both July meetings distributed earlier were signed as correct by the Chairman

8. Matters arising

a) Football lease- completed documents awaited. Football match 5 a side requested for 5/10/08, which will be organised by Mrs J. Williams to raise funds for the Church. Permission granted. 

b) Cricket Field- Mrs Trott requests further meeting in October, which will be chaired by Councillor Whitford. 

c) Cricket Field play area. Councillor Powell reported on meetings with representative from Eydon Community Sports Field and a Play equipment design company. Mrs Trott was amenable to discussion on suitable site for this area but stated that cricket would be the priority in terms of space. It was noted that since there had been damage to the field by inappropriate car driving; the gates would be locked temporarily.

d) Footpaths and bridleways. Councillor Howse reported on the possibility of a footbridge over the stream from the Cricket Field to the rear of Culworth House. The landowner of the footpath leading from High Street across the Football Field had been requested by Rights of Way to erect gates instead of stiles.

e) Culworth Village Hall. Following the public meeting in July, the results of which are now available, Councillor Golding reported that all householders are invited to the Village hall AGM on November 11th at 7.30pm for further considerations. The Culworth Kids Club has now relocated to Culworth School thus much reduced financial position for the committee.

f) Speed watch Councillor Golding reported on the success of the initial meeting in the Village Hall on 19th August. Beth Caswell from ACRE, PC Pearson PCSO Clive Ashore attended along with 10 residents. Training will be available for the use of the speed gun.

g) Dog signs Councillor Rowling had erected these. Councillor Golding had reminded all dog owners of their responsibility. New dog laws will come into force.

h) School – delay in completion of summer holiday work so all children and parents will access the school off the school footpath and into the school at the Main Entrance opposite Fulford House. Straw h as been laid for on path for safety and cleanliness of shoes.

i) Culworth Directory. Mr. Jonathan Howse has updated the information following response to newsletter request. Completed document to be circulated to all councillors for their approval before printing and distribution to all householders.

j) Village Market- Councillor Golding hoped to start this in November /December once food hygiene courses and legal ties have been completed

k)  Clerks computer- many thanks to Councillor Cook for the new proficiency of the computer.

l) Newsletter content. More local information required for interest. Clerk to ask June Oxley to copy in the Editor from her Banbury Guardian column. Articles on Pilates, Circle Dancing, Coffee and Chat dates, and Church activities eg Harvest Supper. The back page to be included rarely.

m) Launch of Rightracks Rural Road Safety Project NCC/MGWSP Sulgrave 2/9/08 Councillor Rowling reported that extra funding is available to research using education, engineering and environment as the topics A361, A422 and B4525 in the immediate locality where there have been a number of road accidents including fatalities.
