Minutes of meeting held on Monday January 9th 2006 at 7.30pm in the Village Hall.

2. Apologies for absence

3. Members of public present Mrs. S. Trott, Mr. Kerridge, Mr. D. Locke, Mrs. B. Franklin, and Mr. F. Eaton.

4. Clive Wright, Asst Sport Development Officer SNC addressed the meeting regarding the future of summer play schemes. As one of nine parishes, Culworth is invited to bid for funding for improved scheme of a longer period, with a wider range of activities both in sports and arts. Mr Wright and others are available to assist the parish in bidding for funding. Although some were sceptical, there was sufficient enthusiasm to proceed further.
