Culworth Parish Council 9th March 2009 Minutes


CULWORTH PARISH COUNCIL
Minutes of meeting held on Monday 9th March 2009 at 7.30pm in the Village Hall.

1. Present Councillors D. Langdale. Cook, J. Powell,T. Howse,J. Golding, M. Rowling and the Clerk Mrs. J. M. Rowling

2. Apologies for absence Councillor Whitford (wife’s illness)

3. Members of public present Mrs. S. Trott

4. Declarations of Interest Councillor Langdale for Culworth Grounds, Councillors Rowling, Powell and Cook for J. Boyle’s garage.

5. OPEN MEETING  

Cricket Field. Following the Culworth Cricket Club AGM, it is reported that sites for potential play areas were of great concern to the Club on Health and Safety Issues principally. This will be addressed at the next Culworth Cricket Field Advisory Committee in early April. The landowner and the Parish Council were keen for the Play Group committee to continue with their initiatives in seeking funding and designs. The young cricketers make huge benefit to the village.

6. Minutes of last meetings in January and February, distributed earlier, were agreed by those present as correct and signed by the Chairman.

7. Matters arising

a. Red Lion Councillor Golding reported on the boarding up of the pub as part of insurance policy of Brewery. Concern was expressed that the firm had to break in instead of contacting the agent Christie’s for the key. SNC is aware of boarding up in spite of listed building in Conservation Area. At the request of a member of the public not present, the Harold Aris gates are in situ at the pub with a padlock and wire to secure them. Rohan Miller Area Manager Marstons states that he will, should the pub be sold, try to preserve the gates for the village. Pictures of Harold Aris, Danny Jones and Bob Moy have been given to the families at their request. Prints of old pictures of Red Lion, Village Green, Print of Danny Baker, outside the Red Lion, a football team, a framed faded newspaper cutting of the Culworth Gang, are stored in the Village Hall for safe keeping with the Village Hall committee permission. 

b. Cricket Field- In the absence of Councillor Whitford, the Clerk reported that elections for the committee are scheduled and advertised on the village noticeboard and in the recent newsletter. Nominations are to be forwarded to Clerk by 31st March 2009.One adult representative and two under 21years old are required. The Cricket Club and the Parish Council will nominate their representatives for the next year at the Annual General Meetings. A subsequent meeting will be held to confirm their appointment and to discuss the play area at a date when Councillor Powell can attend. The Junior Cricket Club is paying for the mole treatment scheduled for this week. The Landowner had advised the committee that sheep would graze the field as soon as possible after the mole treatment. All gates to remain padlocked until after sheep have been moved on. Councillor Rowling is to insert a bollard in front of the gates, at the Banbury Lane entrance to prevent vehicles entering the field except at match times or to mow the field.  The fete committee had requested the use of field for fete on 21st June 2009 when a car boot, bbq, licensed bar, and a bouncy castle would add to the usual attractions. Allianz, Parish Council insurers, reminded the Clerk that PC insurance requires rules on selling alcohol to be observed, safety in use of the bbq, and particularly that the bouncy castle hirers insurance may well only cover erection.

c. SpeedWatch Councillor Golding reported that the rescheduled date for training was now 21March at Northampton. Some volunteers would be unable to attend that date. Speed Watch cameras will be available from 4/4/09. 

d. SNC Housing Survey distributed

e. Litter pick. Councillor Rowling reported on litter picked up, requested Banbury Lane to be cleared, and noted the hazards of the waste bins on the bus shelter. These are to be replaced. SNC request that dog excreta even if in polythene bags is not deposited in street bins but taken home for the black bin. Environmental Health Officer to address this at APA.

f. Play Area. Councillor Powell reported on the effective committee. A questionnaire is to be distributed to all households. Three manufacturers are to be short listed for site visit and their opinion on suitable equipment for 2-12 year olds sought.

Grant applications will be made. A bank account has been opened and registration with the Charity Commissioners applied for.

g. Village markets Councillor Golding said the markets would be held bi-monthly commencing 4th April 2009   10-12md in the Village Hall with an emphasis on locally obtained goods. 

h. WNJPU. Apart from comments made about two years ago, there are no additional comments.

j. Weed Control- Complete Weed Control estimates were accepted for 2009.

Both sides of Red Lion path, paths next to school, back and sides bus shelter, and extra wall lines as instructed, weed spraying gravel path and nettles and weeds under beech hedge in Burial Ground using Glyphosate +MCPA  £85

Culworth Cricket Ground Football pitch surrounds and grass area next to school using Tricopyr as Garlon 2  £209

k. Annual parish Assembly 20th April 2009 7pm in Village Hall. A representative from SNC Environmental Health Dept will speak on waste disposal, recycling and dog fouling. County Councillor Ken Melling will update on WNJPU and WNDC of which he is member. All village organisations to be asked for report for Annual Report. An update of the Cricket Field will be given. 

l. Football Field  Mowing regime to be as last year. 

m. Newsletter Next one scheduled for early April. To include Annual Parish Assembly 20th April 7pm in Village Hall etc. 

m. Berry Hill Close. NCC Arboriculturist had reported that work needed to be carried out on two trees and one in the allotment field. Their contractor will carry out this work as soon as possible.
