CULWORTH PARISH COUNCIL
Minutes of meeting held on Monday 5th July 2010 at 7.00pm in the Village Hall.

1. Present Councillors K. Cook, T. Howse, J. Golding, J. Powell, M. Rowling and the Clerk Mrs J. M. Rowling

2. Apologies for absence Councillor Whitford (holiday)

3. Members of public present Mr. A. Seeds

4. COOPTION Two nominations Simon Martin and Alan Seeds. By secret ballot Mr Seeds duly co-opted and Code of Conduct signed.

5. OPEN MEETING   No matters raised

6. Minutes of last meetings distributed earlier, were agreed and signed by the Chairman.

a. HS2 update. Letter from CPRE and Andrea Leadsom MP.Although CPRE had offered to attend Parish Council, and Clerk had written to other local councils to which there was no response, it was agreed that meeting with them was not necessary. SNAG meeting at Brackley was reported. Poor attendance. MP, CPRE and parish councillors were present. Short film, made locally, shown on the possible environmental impact. A full question and answer session followed. Councillor Alan Seeds was asked to deal with action groups and sift information for PC. 

 b. Highways- Puzzle Cottage- Walnut Close footpath for repair within next six months. Queens Street kerbing from Butts Close to Elmdene at PC own expense was put on hold as too costly. according to emails from Helen Howard NCC.No further details on path opposite Mumfords. PC couldn’t think of work for Parish Enhancement Gang.

c. Red Lion footpath Weed growth excessive. Clerk to ask Complete Weed Control to revisit at no cost to PC.

d. The Bus- promotion for 9th July. Councillor Whitford applied for grant – Awaiting news. All councillors to distribute flyer to local young

e. Recreation Field- new goal posts erected. Mowing to continue although Councillor Howse asked if sheep could graze the lower part divided by electric fence. He was asked to speak to Vernon Phipps. Smith and Ronaldson have carried out wall repair satisfactorily.

f. Parish Council surgeries 7th August  Councillors Whitford and Seeds
g. Speed watch. Councillor Golding stated that further speed cameras would be used in late July. More volunteers required. Although Maidford was planning to purchase their own speed camera to share with other Parish Councils, Parish Council saw no need. Relocation of 30mph, from below the bus shelter in Sulgrave Road to the field entrance past Park House, can take up to six months

h. Report from Village Hall meeting and fete. Meeting scheduled for next night. Fete produced about £1000 each for Culworth Church and Village Hall.

j. NCC Local Councils Conference- Councillor Rowling reported on early evening meeting at Towcester Racecourse, the prime business was to sign the Local Councils Charter whereby there is better communication between all parties. NCC was asking for local initiative to carry out duties themselves. He cited the gatepost at Berry Hill Close which to date had taken over two years to get a replacement. David Farquhar Head of NCC Highways did not advocate partnership working for effective management.

2. Apologies for absence Councillor Cook (holiday)

3. Members of public present Mr. S Read, Ms S Grenfell, 7.10pm Mr and Mrs S Kerridge.

4. OPEN MEETING 

Mr Read gave an overview of the reason for asking for variation on his previous planning consent of 2001. His design and access statement reiterated what was said. It was noted that other roof lights in the locality were clear glazed.

5.Declarations of interest Councillor Whitford for Gingerbread Cottage as friend of applicant- personal interest

6.Planning

a) Applications received

S/2010/0887/FUL Gingerbread Cottage Banbury Lane Variation of condition 3 on (S2001/0225/P) to allow the two proposed first floor roof lights to be opened to an extent of 30cm and the requirement for obscure glazing to be removed.

Parish Council comments support application noting that other roof lights in locality are clear glazed. Application discussion led by Councillor Powell.

S/2010/0784/TCA Danvers House Crown lift Holly and Ash, fell 2 ash trees and cut back goat willow. For information only.

S/2010/0777/FUL Culworth C of E school The Green  Stand alone kitchen pod unit

Parish Council comments whilst appreciating the change in policy of NCC in provision of hot school meals; concern was raised at the number of parking places lost. Already the parking provision is inadequate spilling over into the lane adjacent. This pod will increase the need for parking elsewhere. and overdevelopment of site. PC do not wish to encroachment on the Green which is not a parking area. Whilst not a planning matter the sewage system is private from the school to the road which is showing signs of failure.

8. Other matters

The Bus- was a complete success with approx 30 children of a wide range of ages attending. Councillor Whitford to try to book bus for further sessions in spite of failed Youth Diversionary Bid. It may not be possible to have the skate ramp due to problems of accessibility of Cricket Field and cost. Located outside the Village Hall, with the extra space of village hall was deemed most suitable.

Damage to The Green stone bus shelter by unknown person/vehicle to roof on Green side. Councillors Seeds and Rowling to effect repair.

Damage to Recreation Field last Saturday. Four-wheel drive tracks had uprooted the new goal posts. To report to PC James Reid. Councillor Howse had kindly replaced the goal posts.

Water main issues. Leaks at Danvers House East and Culworth Care Centre had been reported to Anglian Water for one month and three weeks respectively. Water was flowing freely over the road damaging the road surface let alone the total waste of water. Clerk to contact Andrea Leadsom MP and NCC in an attempt to activate repair.

HS2 Councillor Seeds was complimented on his report on the action groups. It was agreed to invite the whole village to be part of the action group and to highlight the HS2 issues. Councillor Seeds and Whitford to produce an addendum to newsletter due out in morning, which Councillor Powell would print at no charge to Parish as the Council had no mandate from the village for this work. He will continue to liaise with Action Groups and support Action Alliance. Concern about existing state of SNAG. Councillor Seeds will contact both NCC and SNC to discuss blight corridors. Councillor Whitford available to chair a monthly meeting with Councillor Seeds, Rowling and Mr Simon Martin to form core of local group.
