Chairman to speak to landowner and Clerk to check with company that chemical is safe to use in view of Kids Club regular usage. Concrete and old sightscreen remain to be removed. Request from Culworth Cricket Club for financial assistance for bowling machines received on January 22nd . Budget planned in November and confirmed in January. Clerk to ask Club if they wish request to be submitted for 2006-7.
