CULWORTH PARISH COUNCIL

Minutes of meeting held on Monday November 14th 2005 at 7.30pm in the Village Hall.

1. Present Councillors Langdale, Howse, Cook, Powell, Rowling and the Clerk Mrs. J. Rowling

2. Apologies for absence Councillor Whitaker (work in London), Mr. Brian Whitford

3. Members of public present Mr J. Bennett, Mrs. S. Bennett

4. OPEN MEETING Members of public can raise any issue. Please notify the Clerk before the meeting  None raised

5. Cooption Following the resignation of Councillor Middleton due to new working hours, SNC had advised Parish Council to co-opt. Notice on Notice board and in Newsletter had unusually resulted in two nominations. Each had submitted a letter stating why they wished to be a Parish Councillor. Following a written ballot, Mrs. Bennett was elected. Code of Conduct was signed and acceptance of Office. The Chairman welcomed both Mrs. Bennett and Mr. Powell to the Parish Council. (Councillor Powell was co-opted at the last meeting but had been unable to attend). Councillor Bennett will attend to Road safety issues and be a signatory to cheques. Councillor Powell will monitor Berry Hill Close.

6. Minutes of last meeting distributed earlier were agreed by those present and signed by the Chairman.

7. Matters arising

a) Cricket Field- Meter awaited. Concrete and rubbish still to be cleared. The thriving Junior Cricket Club had requested funding for training the two coaches to meet ECB rules. This was costing the Club £350 which the Parish Council agreed to fund.

b) Football Field Concern expressed that the field is not used by the school children. 6 Sheep remain in the field with a poor gate and electric fencing for the public footpath. Councillor Rowling and Powell to arrange with landowner to fix. Clerk to order new nets.

c) Burial Ground – hedge cut, oak tree by school probably in poor condition. All three trees have a group Tree Preservation Order. Tree Profiles submitted quotation for felling. Ian Lorman SNC Arboriculturist to report (see later email in which he asks for second opinion. Lara Inglott NCC Arboriculturist to visit.) Councillors to decide at January meeting. 

d) School Governors report—Darrell Locke Not available

e) Village Hall report- Councillor Cook reported on the planned extensive repairs internally to reduce heat loss and improve toilet facilities. At AGM, the officers remain unchanged. Hiring rated will now include heat charge.

f) Footpaths and bridleways- Councillor Howse reported on NCC’s planned programme of work, including the possible repair to the bridleway between Culworth and Sulgrave. Councillor Howse will contact the adjacent landowner.

g) Bollards/ Speed Limits. As the telegraph pole outside Westward Cottage acts as a bollard, it was agreed to drop this from agenda. Councillor Bennett will contact Road Safety Centre in Northampton for advice and posters.
