OPEN MEETING

Cricket Field- A member of the public had written to the Council regarding activities on the Field. Concern was expressed that there was an increase in activity since the licence to Parish Council that could adversely affect the lives of those residents backing onto the field. These included flying kites, bike riding,ball games, Kids Club as well as increased cricket activity. Camping had been stopped. Possible underage drinking was noted and the resident asked to contact the Police. All other issues to be referred to the Cricket Field Subcommittee. Clerk to speak to all residents of the Cricket field side of Banbury Lane for the opinion and to the landowner.

1. Minutes of last meeting in July circulated earlier, approved by those present, and signed by the Chairman.

Matters arising

a) Cricket Field   Letter from resident dealt with in Open Meeting. Booking Form.and Charges for use to be referred to Cricket Field subcommittee. Mowing regime/nettles. Chairman, and Vice Chairman agreed to contractor strimming nettles now but to obtain estimates for spraying in early spring. Removal of carpet matting completed, concrete to be removed, elders to be removed, gate repairs completed hole filling completed.  Youth Shelter. Councillor Middleton had had change of heart regarding the usefulness of this. Wicksteed estimate £3,900.  After minor vandalism throughout the school holidays, it was agreed to fund the hire of village hall for the Community Beat Support Officer and Lifelong learning to meet the youth to discuss their opinions. Clerk to speak to CBSO.
b) Highway Matters  Sulgrave Road resurfaced and Barley Hill. Grid broken and all gulleys blocked with debris reported to Carl Evans WSAtkins.Mr Humphris will remove dead horse chestnut. School footpath potholes re reported to Peter Cheney WSAtkins Area Maintenance technician again.

c) Red Lion Footpath to be strimmed now for spring spraying. Chairman to organise ivy cutting party. Wall in poor order so ivy to be cut rather than removed. 

d) Road safety Leaflets to go with September newsletter. Councillor Middleton was concerned that Road safety signs were vandalised within hours of erection.

e) Tidy Village and Churchyard   John Turner supplied with compost for village ends. Churchyard in finals on September 23rd at Hunsbury Hill

f) Burial Ground. Reserved space granted by Diocesan Registrar after official notices displayed.

g) Berry Hill Close.  Vandalism of animal shelter and Rectory potting shed. NCC still to pursue Parish Council’s request for works to trees, mound, animal drinking trough.
