1.      Matters Arising: The Murder Mystery Evening will now be on 15th Oct. Thanks were given to JG for sourcing lots of teaspoons from local charity shops.

2.      Chairmans Report; the Murder mystery evening will be in a new format and more involvement from the audience. A sub committee compromising JSG, SP and JT will meet on Tues 20th Sept to discuss the menu and the tickets will be £10 each. It will be advertised in the Newsletter and also a village drop. JT has received a letter from MC resigning from the committee for personal reasons and she will send a letter ot thanks to MC. JG suggested we ask Brian Harris to join the committee to represent the Indoor bowls.

3.      Treasurers Report: The balance sheet shows a decrease in funds for this period of £2342 mostly due to the plumbing work and paying for the notice board, we are still waiting for an invoice for the electrical work of £1062 but the SNC have agreed a grant amount of £674 towards both the plumbing and electrical work. Bookings are slightly down but remain average for this time of year. We have had £69.40 ( £34.70 to go to the church) from sales of donated items to the fete which were sold on EBay and are still hopeful of selling the dinner service and decanter. We have paid Chipping Warden £41.45 for the lost table during the fete.

4.      Buildings and Renewals: The leaking roof was temporarily fixed by Tim Scott who will fix it permanently at a later date.  IS will order more keys for the notice board as it was supplied with only one.

5.      Flower and Produce Show: SP will ask the school for the loan of their display boards for the photographic competition. RG and Shirley trot will start the judging at 12 noon, JO and IS will stick the name cards to the exhibits and add up the points before the viewing at 2pm. JO to provide tea and coffee and JG and MW will sell the Culworth Cookbook. JG will present Ann Barnes with a gift to thank her for her time in typing up the recipes etc and thanks were also given to Ann Crawford for her designs in the book. The prizes will be £5 book token for children, certificates for best in category and a £10 M&S voucher for the overall winner.

6.      AOB: We need to provide some long curtains ( at least 7 ft length)  for the Murder Mystery evening. JSG will price black lining material and offered to make them.
