Cricket Field-  First meeting of subcommittee held on  Sunday June 27th 2004 on the Cricket Field at 11am

Inaugural Meeting

Meeting called at the request of Chris Middleton.

1. Frequency of meetings – very rarely.

2. Day to Day management to be carried out by the Clerk to the Parish Council. To ask the PC re disposal of excess rubbish –matting and carpet.

3. Any major  proposals to be referred back to PC

4. PC  to consider creating a booking form for field to include issues of individual insurance, stating lack of catering and toilet facilities, and the cost of preparing a wicket.

5. Clerk has already started a list of bookings and advises applicants for their own insurance. She is not aware of all users of the field.

6. The Clerk is to discuss with the Cricket Club,the need for risk assessment eg the old mower and also health and safety issues.

7. Clerk to ask for copies of the Kids Club insurance and their daily risk assessment procedure when using the field.(28/6/04)

8. Chris Middleton  proposed investigating a Youth Shelter suggesting its siting between  the trees on the Queen Street side of the field. 

9. He also asked the committee to consider the purchase of six a side football equipment for use on the Cricket Field as the Football field is in a poor state. More youngsters can play football than cricket.

10. Mrs Trott hoped that the Football Field  would be in a fit state for football. 

11. Meeting concluded at 11.30am

Martin Cox has now left the school by mutual    agreement Things were obviously not working out, and numbers were beginning to fall. Current number on the role expected for September is around the 150 mark, but we won’t know that until the start of term.


The diocese and LEA have been very helpful during this difficult time. Yet 
another acting head has been appointed until we advertise the post again. The 
lady is called Sue Lawrence, and she will start in September, though she has 
already visited the school on a couple of occasions, and has also been 
introduced to the parents. Hopefully, when we advertise, she will apply for the 
post full time, assuming she is acceptable.

2 of our longer standing teachers are leaving on Friday - Catherine Farrell and 
Janine Moxon - who are both of the key stage heads, and are, in fact the Deputy Heads. With this in mind, Sue will be a head teacher with no class responsibility, 
so that she can try to sort out all of the issues that a new head faces.

Andy Woodidge, who comes from 
Bishop Loveday, will teach year 5/6. I have met parents from Bishop   Loveday, and they are really sad that he is going. We also have an NQT starting in  Key Stage 1, who will be mentored by Sally Wharton, ourReception teacher.

Things are obviously rather turbulent at the moment. Hopefully, we can try to        get back to some sense of normality from September, once all the new staff have settled in.
