OPEN MEETING

Sulgrave Shop

Ken Christy, Chairman Sulgrave Parish Council, used the Open Part of the Parish Council meeting to update the parish on this community venture. It is hoped to open the old Reading Room as a Post Office and Community Shop. Although this room was built in the 1740’s, its use in the last 25 years has been minimal. Having purchased the building from the Charity at a realistic price, listed building consent and planning permission took quite some while. Interestingly, the Conservation Officer would not allow the removal of breeze blocks from the windows!  The plans show the formation of a mezzanine floor to cope with toilets and back office. The Post Office provides a small selfcontained, screenless Post Office about one metre square. Unfortunately, this equipment has to be purchased. Funding for £90,000 for all the work includes  a Public Works Loan, South Northamptonshire Council and the Countryside Agency as well as private donations. It is hoped that the shop will be open in four months time. A raised footpath will allow easy access for the disabled. Once inside the shop, it is intended to have the centre of the floor free. A management team will run the shop under the only paid employee, the subpostmaster. To date, there are 42 volunteers wishing to help run the shop.  Once it is open, we in Culworth, need to support it.  Watch out for Posters  advertising the opening.
